Case # 54 —Mark found two small dogs a few
months ago and has not been able to find their
owners. They have fit into his home and are good
company so he has decided to keep them but
must have both spayed. He has taken them to the
vet to get rabies shots but needs assistance for
both females to be spayed. SNAP’s cost to get
them done is $120.00

Case #55-Nancy is a young single parent. She has
two dogs that are both fixed but had a young
pregnant cat show up that she needs help fixing
along with three of the now adult kittens she was
unable to find homes for. The cost to fix all of the
cats is $200.
